TERMS:
· Print- is the generic term for a copy of an original drawing.
· Vellum: A paper made of 100% rag content and impregnated with a synthetic resin to provide high transparency
· Portable document format- (PDF) is a file format from Adobe and very common
· Design web format- (DWF) is a file format from Autodesk and common in environments that use AutoCAD and other Autodesk products
· Visualization- is the ability to “see” the shape of the object based on the various views shown on a print
· Interpretation- is the ability to understand the meanings of the lines, symbols, dimensions, and notes on a print
· ASME- American Society for Mechanical Engineers
· ANSI- American National Standards Institute is the umbrella organization that serves as an overseeing body for numerous American standards
· ISO- International Organization for Standardization is an organization that provides over 18,000 standards on a variety of subjects in the international and global arena
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
